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CONSTITUTION OF THE TONBRIDGE & MALLING
HEUSENSTAMM FRIENDSHIP CIRCLE

1.
NAME

The name of the association shall be “Heusenstamm Friendship Circle”

2.
OBJECTS

The objects of the Heusenstamm Friendship Circle are:-

to bring together all those in the Tonbridge & Malling area with an interest




in the Twinning with Heusenstamm.


[ii]
To strengthen the links existing between the peoples of the two areas.


[iii]
To assist in deriving the full benefit to all from Twinning.

MANAGEMENT AND CONTROL

The management and control of the Circle shall be vested in a Committee to be called


“The Executive Committee”.  This Executive Committee shall have power to co-opt members and will consist of:-

A Chairman

An Honorary Secretary

An Honorary Treasurer



plus a maximum of six elected members of the Circle.


All members shall retire annually, but shall be eligible for re-election.  Nominations for candidates for election to the Executive Committee shall be made either verbally or in writing, supported by two members of the Circle.  Nominations may be communicated to the Honorary Secretary on the day of the Circle’s Annual General Meeting.


The quorum for an Executive Committee shall be five.

SUBSCRIPTIONS


The Financial Year of the Circle shall be from 1st January to 31st December following.  The subscription shall be £5 per member/household per annum, or such other sum as may be fixed at any Annual General Meeting.

GENERAL MEETING

An Annual General Meeting of members shall be held once a year in March.

FINANCE


A Bank Account shall be opened in the name of the Association and all monies received in connection with the affairs of the Circle shall be paid by the Honorary Treasurer into such Account.
